In order to ensure that everyone can have a totally safe and awesome time while growing in their relationship
with God at Camp Table Rock, there are a few rules and guidelines that we have set . Over years of youth
ministry, we have discovered that there are some thin gs that enhance camp experiences and other things that
will detract from camp experiences. Our goal is to provide you with the cool est and most effective camp in
America, and we want absolutely nothing to take away from that!
